Copolymers
Copolymers are made of at least two monomers. Depending on the monomers sequence, different copolymer types can be formed:




· alternating copolymers: monomer A and monomer B alternate in the backbone;
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· random copolymers: monomer A and monomer B casually succeed in the backbone;
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· block copolymers: the backbone is resulting from the union of chain tracts made of monomer A only with chain tracts made of monomer B only;
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· grafted copolymers: in this case the backbone is constituted by monomer A only, whereas monomer B is forming lateral chains.
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
