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Inorganic polymers are characterized by an inorganic backbone, that is formed of atoms different than carbon. The most known are the family of silicones (link to http://pslc.ws/mactest/level2.htm), as the polydimethylsiloxane (PDMS) (link to http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Polydimethylsiloxane), widely employed for fabricating soft tissues prosthesis.
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
