Compostable polymers

Compostable polymers can be transformed in compost, a material usefully and variously employed in agriculture. The polymer compostability is ruled by EN ISO 16929 law (2002); according to this law the polymeric samples are composted with organic waste for three months and then examinated. If only 10% or less of the residual mass with respect to the starting one have dimensions greater than 2 mm, the polymer can be considered compostable. 
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Compostable polymers are principally employed for fabricating disposable  objects and packaging material. 
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
